The Spring Challenge
This time last year St Mary’s Church in 
Kemsing was looking for a new vicar, but 
life went on and the North Downs Chal-
lenge Walks went ahead with 263 entries 
and thirty eight non starters.  The major-
ity of walkers came from London and the 
surrounding counties but a few travelled 
down from Sheffield and Birmingham to 
sample the North Downs countryside.

This year the event is being held on Sat-
urday 16th May 2009 so by then our new 
priest in charge, the Reverend James Oak-

Walk-
ers choose a route of approximately 5, 
11, 15 or 20 miles that has to be covered 
within a set time following a route descrip-
tion over cross-country footpaths and 
lanes, starting and finishing at St Mary’s 
Church in Kemsing.

PLAXTOL LOCAL HISTORY 
GROUP: JANUARY 2009 REPORT

Sevenoaks through Literature
Until 1920 sheep, pigs and horses could still 
be bought at the market in the middle of the 
High Street in the  market in Sevenoaks. So 
Ian Walker, retired head of history at Sevenoaks 
School began describing Sevenoaks from Geor-
gian to Victorian times through the writings 
and diaries of early modern travellers, authors 
and painters.  There were tales of highwayman, 
robbers, rascally gambling in The Wheatsheaf 
public house, good ale at The Royal Oak,great 
preachers and philanthropic builders.
Of the many humorous readings, the most 
memorable were the descriptions taken from 
diaries,particularly one in 1829 by Thomas Po-
cock aged 15, who walked the 65 miles from 
London to Hastings in two days to visit his fa-
ther, stopping for only one night. Also in 1788 
John Byng, the fifth Viscount Torrington, and 
his companion stopped on their journey from 
Tonbridge at the Royal Oak in Sevenoaks for 
refreshment, eating cold chicken pie and drink-
ing 2 quarts of ale and a pint of port.  All these 
travellers marvelled at the panoramic view from 
the top of Star Hill.   But travelling in the eigh-
teenth century was dangerous.   The owner of 
Riverhill House was shot in the thigh by a high-
wayman as he rode home, and a gentleman’s 
servant was robbed of 4/6d and badly beaten.   

The Rev. John Egerton, Vicar of Burwash, re-
counted a highly improbably story of how he 
had found a man on horseback completely bur-
ied up to his head in clay. After rescue his horse 
still had a mouthful of hay from a haycart and 
four more horses also buried in front of them.  It 
was well known, wrote the Reverend, that the 
clay of the Weald was like cement in winter and 
soup in summer.  John Wesley preached many 
times in Sevenoaks and established the roots of 
Methodism in Sevenoaks.   H.G. Wells wrote 
“The Time Machine” whilst living in Eardley 
Road, rather shockingly with his mistress – and 
her mother.
The coming of the railway in 1868 divided Sev-
enoaks town instead of uniting it.   Workers 
cottages were knocked down to build genteel 
villas pushing the workers further away from 
the town.
Finally in 1878 a philanthropic builder by the 
name of Jackson built 24 cottages in Lime Tree 
Walk that are still there to this day.
Ian Walker gave his talk without any slides or 
visual aids proving the power of the spoken 
word.

David Gurney arranged a display of photo-
graphs of Plaxtol in the snow from our archives.

MARKET : FEBRUARY 

We are now back to normal after a bumper 
Christmas. We had 24 stalls in December plus 
our own stall where we sold Long Life jute 
shopping bags, Shipbourne mugs, Shipbourne 
tea towels and the ‘Taste of Shipbourne’ rec-
ipe book. Any profit made by the Farmers’ 
Market is given to Agricultural charities in 
the UK and Africa, however money made by 
our own stall has gone to the Church Roof 
Appeal. The Church roof has now been com-
pleted, the scaffolding has disappeared and 
we have been left with a beautiful dark red 
roof surmounted by a golden cockerel sitting 
on the weather vane !.
During January, Years 4 & 5 pupils of Ship-
bourne School participated in the National 
Healthy Breakfast scheme. They investigated 
what seasonal food was available at the Mar-
ket, created a menu, worked out quantities 
required and then took the produce to the 
Chaser Inn, where they helped the chefs pre-
pare their breakfast. !
Produce available in February. Winter veg-
etables are still going strong, such as beet-
root, brussel sprouts, winter and red cabbage, 
cauliflower, carrots, celeriac, shallots, kale, 
leeks, jerusalem artichoke. Root vegetables 
(parsnips, swedes and turnips) are still being 
pulled out of the ground. Apple and may be a 
few pears from the cold store are still in good 
condition. However, very early rhubarb and 
spring greens may be available by the end of 
the month. We can already see the impact of 
longer days with the expansion of Chun Or-
ganic Farm’s winter salads and herbs (grown 
under cover). 
Game such as venison, pigeon breasts, pheas-
ant and rabbit is plentiful and possibly teal 
will be available from the East Kent marshes. 
Haddock, hake and halibut are now being 
caught off Hastings and will be at the market 
together with all sorts of home made savou-
ries. An amazing variety of breads (including 
spelt and rye) plus locally grown mushrooms 
(grown undercover), jams, this season’s mar-
malade and honey are all available.
 Our Seasonal Recipe: Casserole of winter 
vegetables

FRIENDS OF THE STAG  
THE RELAUNCH

The stage is set for the re-launch of Sev-
enoaks’ ‘Friends of Stag’ on Thursday 
February 5 and the arts promoting organi-
sation is already setting the scene for its 
fund-raising and voluntary activities. The 
meeting, 7.30 for 8pm, is open to the public 
in the Plaza Suite of The Stag Community 
Arts Centre, London Road, Sevenoaks.
Like a phoenix rising from the ashes – the 
Friends were disbanded in 2004 when Sev-
enoaks Playhouse Ltd took control of the 
complex - FoS is set to support community 
and arts projects associated with The Stag 
and this time around this will encompass 
the cinema and the Plaza Suite as well as 
the theatre.

Volunteers to help man the arts centre 
are already being registered and subscrip-
tion forms to become a member of FoS and 
thus help to put the Sevenoaks arts centre 
on the map are being distributed.  Strong 
support for the Friends was revealed ear-
lier this month when some 120 people 
attended a meeting called by the Friends. 
The meeting on February 5 could be your 
opportunity to take part in the resurrection 
of The Stag.
Friends of Stag will be formally re-launched 
at Thursday’s meeting by Sevenoaks mayor 
Cllr Pam Walshe. The ‘story so far’ will be 
outlined by a Sevenoaks Town Council 
spokesman and it follows the grant of a 
temporary lease to STC by Sevenoaks Dis-
trict Council ahead of the Stag’s official 
opening planned at the end of April. FoS 
will be an independent organisation but 
will collaborate with other groups to stimu-
late the arts in Sevenoaks area.
Benefits of membership of FoS have not yet 
been agreed but top of the wish list for the 
arts centre is £3,000 for equipment to en-
able the cinema to show films in 2 or 3D 
putting it in the top 100 cinemas in the 
country.
