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PLAXTOL LOCAL HISTORY 
GROUP: FEBRUARY MEETING
Kentish Villages Between the Wars

“A picture is worth a thousand words”, said 
Edwin Thompson our speaker as he was about 
to entertain us with local photographs from 
his own collection of the work and life of one 
man, the photographer Harold Camburn.   
He was born in Tunbridge Wells in 1887, the 
son of a Presbyterian minister.   As a very 
young man he joined a photographic shop 
and by 21 he had started his own business 
in Grove Hill Road.   He travelled by motor 
bike and side car taking good quality sepia 
photographs within a radius of 50 miles of 
Tunbridge Wells.   The photographs were 
developed on glass plates and then reduced in 
size to make the many postcards that were so 
very popular for communication at that time, 
since a postcard could be sent locally with 
an invitation and a reply received the same 
day.   Each postcard had a series of numbers 
for each town or village - there were up to 200 
views of Tunbridge Wells.
Edwin Thompson had carefully arranged the 
views into categories.  We saw a collection of 
churches, High Streets, villages, memorials, 
schools, important houses and rural scenes, 
as we travelled from Tunbridge Wells, to 
Kemsing, Shoreham, Otford, Penshurst, 
Dunton Green and many more, each view 
technically good but also artistic.   Often 
the motor bike and sidecar would be in the 
picture.    Camburn married in 1908 and 
volunteered in 1914 when he was joined the 
Royal Navy as a photographer.   He retired in 
1939 and died aged 79 in Hampshire.   
Undoubtedly the most interesting 
photographs, in our speaker’s opinion were 
those of rural scenes showing village life such 
as the view of Charing Church with a herd of 
cows passing by, working the apple pressing 
machine, the smithy at Penshurst, hop 
picking, and the local pageant at Seal.  These 
pictures certainly told a story without words.

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SHIPBOURNE FARMERS
MARKET : MARCH  

Thanks to great efforts by our stallholders and 
our valiant customers we managed to beat the 
snow, frost and rain and open every Thursday 
in January and February. The Church roof has 
finally been completed, so no more leaks (the 
wet variety not the green ones !), the scaffolding 
has disappeared and we have been left with a 
beautiful dark red roof plus golden cockerel on 
the top of the weather vane. The main loser over 
the cold spell was the ‘new pathway’, a temporary 
‘fix’ has been made which hopefully will avoid it’s 
‘stream like’ features !  
As mentioned last month we made the final 
for the Best Farmers’ Market in Kent but 
unfortunately we won’t know the final result 
until the end of February. Years 4 & 5 pupils of 
Shipbourne School participated in the National 
Healthy Breakfast scheme last month. They 
investigated what seasonal food was available 
at the Market, created a menu, worked out 
quantities, purchased it and then took the 
produce to the Chaser Inn where they helped 
the chefs prepare their breakfast. 
Produce available in March. 
We are finally seeing the start of spring. Green 
shoots are really appearing (or at least purple 
and pink ones !) i.e.purple sprouting broccoli 
and early rhubarb. Winter vegetables are still 
available such as cabbage, cauliflower, shallots, 
kale and leeks plus a few root vegetables such 
as parsnips, swede and turnips. Different varietes 
of Apples from the cold store are still good 
value. However March sees the start of first 
spring vegetables with purple sprouting broccoli, 
spring greens, and spring cabbages but best of all 
March heralds the start of the rhubarb season. 
The impact of longer days and generally warmer 
temperature gets Chun Organic Farm’s winter 
salads and herbs (grown under cover) off to a 
good start. 
Game such as venison, pigeon and rabbit are 
plentiful but we have seen the end of the game 
bird shooting season. March is the start of the 
cod and hake fishing season which are caught off 
Hastings. 
We believe that the variety and quality of 
our fresh local produce sold at competitive 
prices give Farmers’ Markets an edge over 
Supermarkets. There are over 15 stallholders at 
Shipbourne every Thursday morning selling an 
amazing variety of breads (including spelt and 
rye), cakes, all sorts of home made savouries plus 
locally grown mushrooms (grown undercover), 
jams, this season’s marmalades and (still some) 
local honey are also on sale. The same degree of 
choice is found at Hildenborough (every Tuesday 

morning) and an even bigger market is held at 
Penshurst on the first Saturday of the month 
(9.30 to noon). (See www.kentfarmersmarkets.
org.uk for more details of Farmers’ Markets in 
the area) .
